(phone or tablet) as the connection to the streaming service, game streamers often stream-share live video
and their game screens over Twitch and other social platforms and MeCaster Live works well for podcasters
due to its portability and remote power (not to mention quality audio and fun effects).

In this example, a Mackie EM-89D microphone is connected to the channel 1 XLR mic input [#3].

Add phantom power if needed [#2]. The left side of channel 1's input selector switch should be illuminated.

A keyboard or sampler is added to the channel 2 1/8” input [#6]. The left side of channel 2’s input selector switch
should be illuminated. Lastly, a phone connects to the 1/8” TRRS connector in order to send and receive signal.

As shown above, a pair of Mackie’s CR-XBT monitors are connected to the MeCaster Live’s 1/8” stereo output
jack [#9]. MeCaster LIVE is powered utilizing a portable power box [#1].

Adjust the input [#10] and output [#20] volume of all three inputs until you are pleased with the results,
then start streaming, podcasting or live journaling/newscasting!




It was mentioned on the previous page that there are a number of use case scenarios for MeCaster Live.
With this example, we’ll take a look at the other inputs and outputs.

Here, a gaming headset is connected to the channel 11/8" input [#4]. The right side of channel 1’s input selector
switch should be illuminated. A gaming computer is added to the channel 2 USB-C connector [#5]. The right side
of channel 2’s input selector switch should be illuminated. Lastly, a phone connects to the 1/8” TRRS connector in
order to send and receive signal.

As shown above, a pair of Mackie’s MP-240 in-ear monitors are connected to the MeCaster Live’s 1/8" stereo
headphones output jack [#8]. MeCaster Live is powered utilizing a portable power box [#1].

Adjust the input [#10] and output [#20] volume of all three inputs until you are pleased with the results,
then start streaming, podcasting or live journaling/newscasting!
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This is a standard USB-C power connector.
The MeCaster Live may be powered in one of two ways.

Either: (1) Connect the USB-C side of the detachable

power cord (included in the packaging) to the MeCaster

Live and plug the other end of the power cord into a
standard USB-A connector, or...

(2) Connect the USB-A side of the detachable
power cord to the external “wall wart” (both included
in the packaging). From there, connect the USB-C
side of the power cord to the MeCaster Live and plug
the other end of the power cord into a live AC outlet.
